The School Building 
 

The original part of the present building dates from 1960.  However, the school has a much longer    

history than this, there has been a parochial school since 1818 originating at the present Church School 

Rooms at Potters Corner, then moving to the Secondary School site, before its present position.  Our 

oldest log book dates back to 1901.  We celebrated the school buildingôs 50th birthday in May 2010. 

 

The present building consists of three classrooms, a hall and an activity room, as well as the staff room 

and office.  Our Special Needs Room, the Disney Room, was built through help from parents.  Last 

year an outside classroom has been built for Y1, the PTA raised funds to pay for the fencing. 

 

Unfortunately, there is no car park for parentsô use, we do not have the use of the College of Further 

Education Delancey Annex car park for parents parking.  Parents wishing to come into school to see a 

member of staff should park in the timed parking area by Delancey Park or in the car park by the tennis 

courts.   



 

Organisation 
 

Children will join the school in the September of the school year in which they are going to be five 

years old and then have three years with us before transferring to the Vale Junior School. 

 

For many years a Nursery Group has been in operation, on a Thursday, taking many of the children due 

to start this school the following September.  We also have connections with and regularly visit many 

of our feeder pre-schools. 

 

The Reception class operates a staggered start in the Autumn term which is an invaluable time, both for 

the Teacher to get to know the children and assess their needs and also for all the children to get used 

to school routines in smaller groups.  The Reception class has a full time Teaching Assistant. 

 

The school comprises of three classes Reception, Year 1 and Year 2.  We have a number of parents 

who regularly volunteer to help on school outings.  New volunteers are always needed and once police 

checks are completed are very welcome to help in our school.
