Reading

The children will be reading in a guided reading group with me once a week at 8.45am. Please ensure your child is at school ready to start their reading group straight away.  After reading in a group they will be given a ‘Rigby Rocket’ book to read at home that matches the book we read together.  If there is not a book to go with it they will select another home reader to bring from our graded reading scheme. They will also bring a library book home on Wednesday and select a new home reader on Mondays and Fridays. Please make sure that your child has their red reading bag with them every day with their books and reading diary inside. Please write a comment when you have read with your child as they receive a sticker at school on Mondays and Fridays if a parent has written in their reading diary. 

Children will also have a new reading target stuck inside their reading diary.  These targets will be assessed during guided reading sessions and may change more frequently than once a term as children progress.  If you have any questions about how best to support your child to achieve this target please do not hesitate to come and ask. 

Spellings

From Friday 16th January, the children will be bringing home spellings to learn. You can support your child by reading these words with them and helping them to learn how to spell them.  The learnt spellings will be checked the following Friday and new words issued.
